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Brief History of the 155th

Organized on September 2nd 1862 at Camp Copeland just outside Pittsburgh and later at Harrisburg to meet up with two other companies. The 155th would be involved in 28 engagements including Fredericksburg, Chancellorsville, Gettysburg, The Wilderness, Spottsylvania, Petersburg, Five Forks, and Appomattox. Closing out their service on June 6th, 1865.

With the Peninsular Campaign having failed President Lincoln sent out a call for 300,000 new union troops. The citizens of Western Pennsylvania answered the call. Coming from the counties of Allegheny, Armstrong & Clarion. Their first taste of Battle came at Antietam, though they arrived after the close of Battle of Sept. 18th the horrors of war still soaked the earth. At Fredericksburg the still untested in battle men of the 155th would face their baptism of fire being a part of the “Forlorn Hope’, the 13th and final charge against the Confederates at Marye’s Heights. The 155th suffered 68 casualties, their division would suffer over 1,000 casualties. At Gettysburg they served with distinction in Weed’s Brigade on Little Round Top. Though the last to arrive & missing the initial assault, the 155th did their duty. Upon ascending the 155th was under heavy fire resulting in 19 loses including Pvt. George Wilcox of Co. I, and Pvt. William Douglass both of whom are buried at Gettysburg’s National Cemetery. 

During the summer and fall of 1863 while both the Union & Confederates recovered from Gettysburg. The Brigade Commander of the 155th, Col. Kenner Garrard of the 146th NY, Garrard’s Tigers, wanted members of his brigade to be skilled in the Zouave style. The Zouave style more drilled, disciplined, 

athletic, and wore more comfortable uniforms. Col. Garrard held a competition to see which regiment could learn those skills, the winner would be converted to a Zouave regiment and receive new Zouave Uniforms. On January 19th, 1864 the 155th was converted and received the coveted Zouave uniforms. 

During the next 6 months Both Armies would be thrown into some of the most fierce and bloody fighting of the war during the Rapidan Campaign, at the Wilderness, Spottsylvania, & Cold Harbor. During which the 155th would suffer severe casualties.  After more than 40 days of bloody conflict both armies in the East settled in  for the long Siege at Petersburg. At Appomattox the 155th would suffer only one loss and he would be the last “man” killed in the Army of the Potomac, 15 year old William Montgomery, of Co. I. The Army of Northern Virginia led by Robert E. Lee would surrender at Appomattox ending the War in the east. General J.L. Chamberlain was selected to receive the official surrender of the rebels, the 155th was given the honor of serving in Chamberlain’s “Grand Division”. The 155th would close out their service on June 6th 1865 at a Grand Banquet held in Pittsburgh.
